REQUIREMENTS
• Complete the requirements for an AD-T degree in Business Administration from West Los Angeles College 
   including:

Complete Math 236 (Business Calculus) with a minimum grade of "B" or completion of AP 
   Calculus with a score of "4" or better
 Maintain a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or above
 Maintain full-time enrollment status of 12 units or more per Fall/Spring semester while at WLAC
 Complete a Memorandum of Understanding through the WLAC Transfer Honors Counselor
