were from Los Angeles, the WLAC ACT program and a mentoring program run by the University of Southern
California. Long Beach and Pasadena City College had programs recognized as well.

Motivated students can complete the courses needed to
transfer to state universities in less than two years. Additionally, a more cohort experience for students contributes
to their retention and advancement.

Former student Noah Kauffman said, “I have been working full time while attending and can honestly say
that without the ACT program providing the classes | need in the evening eight-week format, | do not
know how | would be able to transfer.” Kaufman recently transferred to UC Davis.
