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REGULATIONS FOR CREDIT/NO CREDIT (PASS/FAIL):

Not all courses will be offered on a Credit/No Credit basis. Determination of 
courses has been made by appropriate divisions.

A MAXIMUM OF 15 units of Credit/No Credit work may be used 
TOWARDS THE A.A. DEGREE.

A maximum of ONE COURSE PER SEMESTER may be taken for Credit/No 
Credit. However, this restriction DOES NOT APPLY TO STUDENTS WHO 
ALREADY POSSESS A BACHELOR’S degree. Credit/No Credit MAY NOT 
BE USED for courses required toward a CERTIFICATE OR TRANSFER 
preparations for a major.

•   English 101 MAY NOT BE TAKEN for Credit/No Credit.
•   Course for CSU GENERAL EDUCATION required areas MAY NOT
     BE TAKEN for Credit/No Credit.
•   CSU will allow NO MORE THAN 30 units total “Credit” graded courses
     TOWARD THE BACHELOR’S DEGREE.
•    UC will allow ONLY 14 units of Credit/No Credit TOWARD TRANSFER

Students must notify the Admissions Offi ce if they wish to take a course 
Credit/No Credit. Deadlines for Credit/No Credit are posted in the college 
calender of your schedule. All courses are for a letter grade. Once Credit or 
No Credit is posted, this decision is irrevocable.

Credit/No Credit is similar to Pass/Fail. A Credit grade is granted for 
performance which is equivalent to the letter grade of “C” or better. Students 
electing Credit/No Credit grading should be aware that although such grades 
are not calculated into the grade point average at West Los Angeles College, 
four-year colleges, in considering applications for admissions, may consider 
the Credit grade as the equivalent of a “C.” Consultation with a counselor is 
advisable before making such elections.

COURSE REPETITION AND ACTIVITY REPETITION

Certain courses in the Class Schedule may be repeated for additional unit 
credit. These courses, marked “RPT” in the college catalog, allow the student 
an expanded educational experience each time the student enrolls in the 
course. Enrollment in these courses is limited to any activity to a maximum of 
individual courses.  The activity limitation also applies to courses that are not 
repeatable in themselves but for which similar activities exist. For example 
there are several similar course titles in Music and Physical Education which 
are considered to be the same activity. Any combination may be used as long 
as four enrollments in one activity is not exceeded. Excess enrollment will 
result in administrative drop.

CONCURRENT ENROLLMENT & JUMPSTART
Students in K - 12th Grade may enroll at WLAC with 
permission of their home school and parent(s). In some 
cases, college courses will also meet high school 
requirements.  Through Jumpstart, high school students 
may meet both high school and university requirements. 
Some classes are taught at the high school.
  
UPWARD BOUND 
The program prepares high school students for success in 
postsecondary education through a summer-instructional 
component; instruction in subjects including mathematics, 
science, and foreign language; mentoring; and exposure 
to cultural events. 
  
SUMMER BRIDGE 
Designed for high school graduates, this summer program 
is designed to help students make a smooth transition 
into their freshman year in college. Classes are university 
transferable.

Students can enroll in West and receive college 
credit while still attending their middle or high 
school. The following options are available to you. 
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The West Los Angeles College Honors Program is 
expanding to offer students an enriched and vigorous 
curriculum of general education classes. 

New To qualify for the Transfer Honors Program:  
Minimum of 3.0 Grade Point Average (GPA) from high 
school in subject A-G courses; or if already at West, 
completion of 12 transferable college units with a 
minimum 3.0 GPA or better.

Eligible for English 101 through WLAC assessment or 
completion of English 28 or ESL 8 at West LA College 
with grade of “A” or “B.”

To qualify for the Honors Certificate:
Complete at least 18 units of Transfer Honors work at 
West in 5-6 designated classes.

Maintain a minimum of 3.2 GPA or above for all 
college transfer courses including those in your major.

To Apply:
If you have met the qualifi cations, obtain a  Transfer 
Honors Application from Andrea Fredric, the Honors 
Transfer counselor, or download from the WLAC 
website.

Present your offi cial high school transcript or West LA 
College transcript, application and personal essay to 
Andrea Frederic.

The Transfer Honors Program Director will notify you 
of your acceptance.

Honors Courses:
Students in the Transfer Honors program can enroll in 
any IGETC courses with instructor agreement to write 
a contract for additional Honors credit work.

All regular course work assignments and exams must 
be completed in the class, and the student must earn 
an “A” or “B” before the Honors extra credit can be 
granted.
